How to use this form. Use this form to record humanitarian access incidents and constraints. This includes any restrictions on your ability to deliver assistance freely and safely, restrictions on communities’ access to assistance, or interference with your humanitarian assets, supplies or premises. Examples include: the commandeering of humanitarian vehicles, harassment of humanitarian staff by the military, the occupation of humanitarian premises, looting of relief supplies, aid diversion, detention of humanitarian staff without charge, attacks on humanitarian staff or goods, and restrictions beneficiaries access to emergency supplies. Please record incidents committed by both state and non-state actors. 
Please do not use this form to record physical/environmental access constraints (report these to the Logistics Cluster), access constraints imposed by landmines or UXOs (report to UNMACC) or schools occupied by the military (report to the Education Cluster). If unsure, speak to your organisation or OCHA for advice.
