Attendants
A list of attendants was not completed. There were approximately 10 people in attendance who were not at the first meeting of the Shelter Sector.
1. OPENING
As the PS Lands was not available to Chair the meeting, Peter Lawther (IFRC & Shelter Sector Coordinator) chaired the meeting. Bobby Waitara (MLHS) opened with a word of prayer.

Minutes of the first meeting were distributed.

2. DATA COLLECTION PRESENTATION
Agnes Atkin (MLHS) presented the finding of the MLHS data collection group. The Powerpoint presentation will be available on a flash drive at the next meeting for anyone wishing to have a copy. In summary, the group collected the following data for all settlements along the Mataniko River:

289 buildings / shelters (i.e. not including non-habitable buildings) were affected, including 36 considered to be capable of repair, therefore 253 shelters destroyed by flooding.

The data is collated according to the type of structure (local materials, semi-permanent materials, permanent materials), the land tenure (Fixed Term Estate, Temporary Occupation License, squatter) and whether buildings can be repaired, or are beyond repair, or are washed away. 

3. DATA COLLECTION DISCUSSION 
· A “building” is equivalent to a “shelter” but not to a “household”, i.e. there can be more than one “household” in a building / shelter. For example Agnes says there are 271 affected households in Koa Hill, but only 209 affected buildings / shelters.
· MLHS has not conducted an assessment at White River or Burns Creek. Bobby Waitara explained that there had been minimal destruction to shelters in those places, but MLHS can proceed to do the assessment anyway.

· Question as to whether the group asked if any houses were insured. Agnes said they didn’t ask that question, but Solomon Islanders tend not to insure their houses. 

· All agreed this is great data, and will be useful to extend to other flood affected communities also.
· General agreement that it would be preferable to combine assessments rather than different assessments of the same people and property. Discussion about a possible Concept Note for a multi-agency assessment. Suggestion of a working group within this wider group to work on coordinated assessments. DFAT said they would look to appoint a focal point for assessments.

4. TRANSITIONAL SHELTER PRESENTATION
Nelson Naoapu (MLHS) gave a presentation on the need for transitional shelter for displaced people. The Powerpoint presentation will be available on a flash drive at the next meeting for anyone wishing to have a copy. In summary, the presentation indicated that potential sites are available, but mostly in private ownership. Soccer field at Kukum, playing field at King George VI (KG6) School and rugby field at Town Ground mentioned as possible sites.
5. TRANSITIONAL SHELTER DISCUSSION

· MLHS says they need support for this assessment. Suggestion that MLHS identifies sites, then a list can be provided to NGOs to assess their suitability for transitional shelter (drainage, sanitation, etc). Agreed that this proposal be fed to the IDP/Welfare Cluster.

· Question of how to prevent people going back to flood-prone areas. Issue is outside of the Sector’s remit.

6. INPUT TO HUMANITARIAN ACTION PLAN
The Humanitarian Action Plan (HAP) was finalised at the meeting, and to be emailed to NDMO by close of business today.
